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Snow and Ice Tue Afternoon/NightOVERVIEW:
▪ Ongoing light snow to transition to a wintry mix of sleet and freezing 

rain in interior Southern New England by early tonight, with plain rain 
for the coastal plain.  

▪ Up to 2 inches of new snow (mainly grassy surfaces, slushy coatings on 
pavement) with up to two-tenths of an inch of ice.

▪ Precipitation ends around midnight, but black ice is possible into 
Wednesday morning. 

TIMING

▪ Ongoing snow to changing to a mix of sleet and freezing rain, 
rain near the coast, between 5-9 pm from south to north.

▪ Precipitation ends by midnight, although lingering fog and 
black ice are possible into Wed morning. 

HAZARDS & 
IMPACTS

▪ Slippery roads this afternoon, but especially tonight as freezing 
rain develops. Slippery roads could continue into Wed AM due 
to black ice and freezing fog.

NWS ALERTS
▪ Winter Weather Advisories for areas north and west of I-95 
through 7 AM Wednesday.

FORECAST 
CHALLENGES

▪ Snow accumulations limited to grassy/non-paved surfaces.
▪ Slippery roads could linger into Wednesday morning after 
precipitation ends, especially in lower valleys.
