RI and southeast MA. 

▪ Strong winds along the coast; gales and very rough seas coastal waters

NWS ALERTS ▪ Winter Storm Watch across most of west, central and northeast 
Massachusetts

▪ Track of the storm remains uncertain, which has significant 
implications for the location, amount, and type of precipitation, as 
well as strength of the winds. .
